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Australia  is the smallest  continent. It is the world ´s sixth largest nation after Russia, Canada, China, the USA and Brazil. Australia is the only nation to govern an entire continent and it´s  out lying islands. With an area of 7, 7 square kilometers population reaches of 18, 6 million inhabitants. 
Location: Australia is an island continent lying southeast of Asia between the Indian Ocean on the west and the Pacific Ocean on the east. Capital city is Canberra. The highest point on the mailand, Mount Kosciuszko, is only 2228 meters high. The coastline consisting of tranquil bays, wonderful beaches with pounding surf, rocky outcrops and dramatic sheer cliffs is 36,735 km (22,812 miles) long. History Aboriginal people probably arrived about 40 thousand  years  ago. The Portuguese, Dutch explored the area in the 17th century. In the 18th century Captain James Cook sailed round the east coast, stopped at Botany Bay and claimed the continent for British and named it New South Wales. The first colony was founded in 1788 and many of the early settlers were British convict. Discovery of gold led to a population boom. Telstra Corporation operates more than 8.5 million telephone services, and following deregulation was joined by Optus competing in the long-distance and mobile telecommunications sector. Sir Macfarlane Burnet was awarded with a Nobel prize for his work in immunology and virology, while eminent scientist Sir John Eccles shared his prize for his work on the nervous system.A third player, Vodaphone, carrier of public mobile telecommunications services is rapidly expanding its services. Australia is a major investor in Intelsat, the international telecommunications satellite co-operative of 129 nations and is a major user of its 17 satellites. Australia Post provides a domestic letter service and a range of associated postal services handling more than four billion items of mail a year.
